The Centre has organised a large indoor site into a range of ‘scenarios’ that children walk through, looking at safety 
measures and potential risks, discussing how to keep safe and taking the correct action, specific for the age group in each 
class. These scenarios include, for example: safety in the home, on the street, on a building site, out in the countryside and 
on the farm. The provision is excellent and although we hope children will never have to use some of the skills they will 
learn, such as calling for an ambulance, it is vital that our children are aware of how to keep themselves and others, safe.  If
