You 
must apply for a school place through the local authority where you live. It is not enough to 
register your interest with the school or have your child attend a nursery attached to the school.  
 
If you are a Dorset resident:  
 
Please read the Parents Guide before making your application. The Parents Guide contains lots 
of useful information on how the school admissions process works, how to apply and what 
evidence you may need to supply to support your application. You can read or download the

You can apply online at www.dorsetforyou.com/schooladmissions. If you do not have access 

to a printer or the internet please call 01305 221060 to request a paper copy of the application 

form and Parents Guide.  

 

Think carefully about your school choices before you submit your application. If you express a 

preference for a school that it not your catchment or nearest school then you will be responsible 

for the transport to and from school in all circumstances and there is no guarantee that any 

younger siblings will be offered a place at the school. We would strongly advise you to name 3 

school preference schools. 

 

It is really important that you submit your application by the closing date. This will give your child 

the best chance of being offered a place at one of your preferred schools. If you apply online, you 

will receive a confirmation email once you have submitted your application. Alternatively, you can 

post the application to the address above. The Post Office can provide you with a proof of posting 

receipt. If you would like us to confirm receipt of your application, please enclose a stamped self-

addressed envelope.
